Located in historic downtown Nacogdoches, the Fredonia Hotel and
Convention Center offers exceptional overnight accommodations as well
as convention, meeting and banquet facilities.

e Lanana Hall
A private reception hall and meeting facility available by reservation,
located on the east side of historic downtown Nacogdoches.

e Old University Building
Built in 1859, it is the only original building of a university chartered by
the Republic of Texas still standing. Two-story building of modified
Grecian architecture closely resembles the University of Virginia buildings.
It has been in continuous use for school purposes except for two years
during and after the Civil War. There are four rooms — two downstairs and
two upstairs that comfortably accommodate groups up to 116 people. It
has full kitchen facilities. No alcoholic beverages are allowed, and a
deposit is required.

e Pine Creek Country Inn
Located approximately 8 miles west of Nacogdoches is Pine Creek
Country Inn. Situated on a peaceful wooded hill in the middle of a 140-
acre farm, the inn is a perfect setting for weddings, receptions, banquets
and more.

Built in 1895 by architect Dietrich Rulfs, the house is a wonderful

example for late Victorian domestic architecture. It features bay
windows with curved glass, double galleries, stained glass windows and
pulpit-divided front steps. It was restored in 1999, and is operated as a
bed and breakfast. The home is within walking distance of historic
downtown. It is ideal for showers, receptions, parties and teas. The home
can comfortably accommodate groups of 20 for $75 without food. The
Jones House offers catering.

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e Tol Barret House
Located on the Llano Grande Plantation, this home was owned by the
man who in 1866 drilled the first oil well in Texas. It has been restored ‘by
hand’ with a great deal of love and attention to detail, and is listed on the
National Register of Historic Places in addition to being a Texas State
Historic Landmark. It is furnished with antiques of the time period. The
house parlor is ideal for receptions, teas or parties. The home can
comfortably accommodate groups up to 50 people. Itis a gull service
property. Outside food is welcome and recommended. The house rents
